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undreds camped out in

London, Frankfurt and

Amsterdam on Sunday after

clashes in New York and

Rome in worldwide protests
against corporate greed. The biggest ral-
lies, however, were in Lisbon, Madrid,
Rome and New York,

There were clashes in Times Square,
New York where the *Occupy Wall
Street" movement has galned pace and
88 people wete arrested, Also, nearly
175 were amested in Chicago in an
operation to clear city’s Grant park of
protesters,

Thousands of demonstrators mixed
with tourists had poured into the
major commercial intersection, under
a heavy security presence.

The clashes took place at the carner
of 46th Street and Seventh Avenue after
a day of marches that began in the
city's Financial District —the nerve cen-
ter of New York's protest movement.

Mounted police pushed back pro-
testers who were trying to enter Times
Square. Dozens of panicked people
then began to run and a woman fell
down. She suffered a head injury and
was swiftly carried away on a stretcher

"All day, all week, occupy Wall
Street!" demonstrators shouted.

In Washington, the son of slain civil
tights icon Martin Luther King, Jr told
a crowd on the National Mall that his
father would have been proud.

"I believe that if my father was alitve,
he would be right here with all of us
invalved in this demonstation today,”
Martin Luther King Tl said.

Major protests also took place at
Eutopean Union Institutions in
Brussels and Frankfurt, as well as in
Athens, where painful budget cuts have
sparked wi anget.

In Rome, which saw the worst vio-
lence of the day, the march quickly

ice pushed back protestars who wers trying to aster Times Square

degenerated into street battles between
groups of hooded protesters and riot
police that sent peaceful demomstrators
fleeing with their hands in the air.

In Rome, hundreds of the tens of
thousands of protesters set cars alight,
smashed up banks and hurled rocks at
riot police, who responded by firlng
tear gas and water cannon jets,

Seventy people were injured,
including three in a serous condition,
and 12 people were artested.

In Canada more than 10,000 blew
bubbles, strummed gultars and chant-
ed anti-corperate slogans at peaceful
protests in cities across the country.

"[ believe a revolution is happen-
ing' said Annabell Chapa, who
brought her cne-year-old son Jaydn
along in a strollet to a rally in Toronto,

In Mexico, Peru and Chile, thou-
sands also marched to protest what
they slammed as an unfair financial
system and stagnant unemployment.

Hol actot Sean Penn became
the latest celebrity to offer his backing
to the movement, said: *This genera-
tion is starding to tell the wordd that we
canmot be controlled by fear anymore
and we will not be dended.” AP
